Howeverydu
have followed a subject of the same name at GC&fythu must have achieved a minimum of a C grade
in order to study that subject at AS level.

To follow a mix of vocational/ GCSE/AS courses stidemust attend a careers and course placement
meeting where every effort will be made to congdtarcappropriate Sixth Form programme of study that
matches their interests and abilities.

If a student does not achieve the minimum 5A* tgr@des at GCSE we will make every effort to tador
course to their needs and abilities, made up afkétune of GCSEs, BTEC’s and AS levels.

It is strongly recommended that students obtaincA€ grades in English, Mathematics and Science.
Students who have failed to achieve a minimum @& grade at GCSE in English Language and/or
Mathematics will be strongly advised to follow a & resit course in this/these subject/s during thei
first year as English Language and Mathematics iamgortant for many University courses and
employment.

Student performance is measured regularly
through Performance Indicators. Students are
expected to attain an effort grade 1 in all of thei
